Information on Organic Treatments for Months of September and October in Houston. Recommendations by Helen Grivich

Amendments that should be applied: 

1. Horticultural Cornmeal @ 20lbs per 1000 sq. ft. All beds and grass.( Prevents fungal problems and heals those that are there)
2. Microlife Ultimate @ 25lbs per 1000 sq..ft. All flowers/ roses.
3. Microlife 6-2-4 @ 20 lbs. per 1000 sq..ft. All turf and shrubs. Note azaleas are to be treated differently. If turf has signs of brown patch, do not add microlife which adds nitrogen.

4. Dried Molasses @ 15lbs per 1000 sq..ft.
5. Texas Green Sand @ 5 lbs per 1000 sq..ft.
6. Mulch. I recommend 1" screened leaf mold compost, but for the immediate future 3/8" screened could be used in the rose beds because it can be purchased from Wabash in bags. They are the same product, but the smaller screening breaks down more quickly. They are produced by Nature's Way Resources. If the turf is brown patch free, mulch is not required but is recommended.
 

Azaleas – add cornmeal, Texas Green Sand, and dried molasses now. Only add the Microlife 6-2-4 after flowering and pruning.

Do not cut lawn too low. Brown patch comes from over watering in cooler nights and too much nitrogen. Sprinkers set for 3 x week should be adequate and use a rain sensor.
